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In the period this Parish Scene Issue covers, two important
events occur that directly affects the residents of
Denmead. This is the year of the Parish Council elections
and the time when every voting member in this village can
make a difference.

Annual Par ish Assembly
Tuesday 24th Apr il.
The first date for your diary is the Annual Par ish
Assembly held in the Memorial Hall on Tuesday 24th

April starting at 19:30. This is a really important event
where you can meet all your Parish Councillors. The
meeting is open to any Villager that wants to attend. In
this forum you have a chance to meet each of your
Councillors in person and get the opportunity to discuss
issues that are important to you. Make your views known
or just come and support the many good works the
Council have achieved on your behalf to make Denmead
one of the best places to live.

Council Elections 3rd May
On the 3rd of May the whole Parish Council is re-elected
Some of the current Councillors will stand again and some
may not. Whoever does stand and are elected will be the
people representing each of you for the next four years.
They will manage your affairs and your money by way of
being the elected body and first line of government for our
community. It is not arduous being a Councillor and needs
no special skills or qualifications out side of being a
resident of Denmead (or living close to Denmead) and 21
or over years old.

If you want to be a Councillor contact the Parish Office. If
you do not want to be a Councillor you should still go and
vote on the 3rd of May.

Don’ t think your one vote does not count because, as often
as not, some of the councillor places are decided on a vote
count that gets to within single figures of each other. You
can make a difference: your vote will make a difference,
your vote will count.

 If you don’ t vote it will not preclude you from later-on
having your say to an Elected Councillor to either support
or oppose one of their decisions. But, if you don’ t vote,
how can you then in fair consciousness later berate or
applaud decisions made by a body of people you could not
find a scant 15 minutes in a four year period to vote for?
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A Tribute to David Patrick Wright
Former Parish Councillor David
Patrick Wright was better know
throughout the village as Paddy
Wright. He was elected to the
Parish Council of Denmead in 1964
serving on many of the parish
committees. He became Vice-
Chairman to Geoff Dykes in 1978.
In 1979 when there were many new
faces on the council, selected from
19 nominations, Paddy was elected
Chairman with Greta Bendall as his
Vice-Chairman.

This was a very active period in the village history, as in
1977 Winchester City Council had published a draft local
plan for the development of the village. However the
residents did not agree with the extent of the proposed
development and it was this that had stimulated such intense
local interest in council matters.

The Denmead Local Plan Working Party which had
originally been formed by the Denmead Village Association
in 1977 was subsequently been brought under the umbrella
of the Parish Council which was now chaired by Paddy
Wright. The ‘Denmead Gap’  had by now become of very
special concern to the parish. Together with Hampshire CC,
Havant BC, Winchester CC, the Parish Council published a
leaflet detailing the need to protect the area between
Denmead and Waterlooville (The Gap). Paddy was head of
the team that brought this about: he was also an
accomplished artist and drew a cartoon showing the
defences of Denmead with Peter Goodman in his naval
uniform protecting the eastern flank of Denmead.

During his time as Chairman he tried to ensure that
members of the Council understood the parish finances.
This was an uphill struggle, however he did succeed to some
degree. He enjoyed his time on the Footpaths Committee
which he chaired for many years. Paddy stepped down as
Chairman of the Council in 1988 but took on the roll of
Vice-Chairman to Mike Read, in which capacity he served
until 2000 when he became an active member of the Parish
Planning Committee.

Paddy was an old fashioned Engineer and always undertook
his calculations with a slide rule. This is the way I like to
remember him, a kind and helpful man who lived in
Denmead. He will be sorely missed by us all.

Denmead Goes to H007 Denmead Scout Group gets Bigger

Angela Harwood - Denmead Scout Group
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In the period from December to when this publication was
forwarded for print, the members of the Denmead Parish
Council (DPC) held and attended a number of meetings - the
minutes of which can all be reviewed in depth via the DPC
web site. The following is a brief overview showing the
range of work covered by your Councillors and your Council
Staff members.

Dec 5th 2006 – Finance, Admin &  Personnel  Meeting
Current membership of the Finance, Administration and
Personnel Committee is four [comprising the Chairman of
Council and the Chairman of main committees. A Vice
Chairman of the main committees may attend if a Chairman
is absent]. Three Chairman and one Vice Chairman attended
this meeting together with the Clerk and the Parish Council�s
RFO (Responsible Financial Officer). Many items were
discussed concerning the finances of Denmead. Of note was
the decision at the meeting to approve a budget of £1890 for
the "provision of additional shutter to front of pavilion" with
an additional £100 budget for the electrical supply. Orders
for Payment to the sum of £44,781.88p were ratified. It
was also noted that as the web-site is now operational the
costs of £20 per week for maintaining the site, hosting the
domain name, domain registration renewals and email
forwarding were payable from September 06 when the web-
site went "live".

Dec 6th 2006 - Amenities
Attended by eight councillors, the Committee Clerk and the
RFO with two members of the public also present. This
meeting covered a whole swathe of subjects, too many to
give any substance here but definitely worth looking at the
web site for more detail. The discussions covered Grass
cutting, Open Space Strategy, The Green, Tree Wardens,
Tree Management, Youth Groups, Scout HQ lease, Sports
clubs covering football, tennis, cricket, bowling, archery and
the Denmead Striders. And if that was not enough, they also
discussed items related to the Pavilion, Public Toilets and
Grounds Staff training and clothing.

Dec 6th 2006- Extraordinary Council Meeting.
This was a special meeting attended by eleven of the twelve
members, the Clerk and the RFO. The only subject discussed
related to re-considering the co-option made in November
and in light of new information the Council reversed its
decision.

Dec 13th 2006 - Planning
Attended by eight councillors, the Deputy Clerk, six
members of the public and District Councillor Mike Read.
Part of the order of business is to review planning
applications made in the Denmead parish. Of the following
content, a greater depth of detail can be found on the web
site. The planning applications reviewed were:

(1) Erection of 12 dwellings, associated garaging and car
parking, new access and landscaping at Buena Vista and rear
of Oakleigh and Meadowsweet, Hambledon Road. The DPC
did not object to the principal of developing and stated some
conditions they expect in respect of the application.
(2) Erection of replacement three bedroom dwelling with
detached double carport at Buena Vista, Hambledon Road.
The Parish Council of Denmead raised an objection to this
proposal by a majority decision
(3)Amendment to previous permission (05/00110/FUL
W8537) for a single storey extension to the rear of plot
1.Location: 21 Geranium Gardens. The DPC said they were
saddened by this attempted manipulation of the current
planning permission and raised an objection to this proposal
by a majority decision
(4) Proposal: Display of an internally illuminated fascia sign
and an internally illuminated projecting sign at Lloyds Bank
Plc, Hambledon Road. The DPC by a unanimous decision,
raised no objection to this proposal .
Other issues related to Planning in the Parish were discussed
at the meeting.

Dec 19th 2006– Full Council
Attended by nine Councillors, the Clerk, the RFO, one
member of the public and Mr Andreoli.
At the start of the meeting Mr. Andreoli was co-opted onto
the Council for the remainder of the municipal year. The
County Councillor report was reviewed. Discussions ensued
on a replacement Notice Board for the Village Green. A
replacement to the Editor for the Parish Scene was agreed by
a majority decision – to be reviewed after one year. All
relevant correspondence received was reviewed. Discussions
on the Pavilion covering a number of issues were discussed.
Orders of payment to the sum of £15,687 were ratified. The
Forest Of Bere Football Club grant application for £500 was
approved. It was noted that the DPC have approved there be
a zero increase in the precept for the year 2007/2008.
Committee minutes were reviewed and agreed as an accurate
record. The recommendations made by the Planning
Committee at their meeting of the 13th Dec were discussed
and agreed which included the Planning Application on The
Barn at Forest Mead.

Jan 10th  2007– Planning
This meeting was attended by nine Councillors, the Deputy
Clerk and eight members of the public. In session the
planning committee reviewed seven new applications as
follows (review the web site for full details):
(1) Two storey rear extension at No. 8 Little Mead. The
DPC, by a unanimous decision, raised no objection to the
proposal.
(2) Erection of a 1.83 metre fence around the property
(which was a retrospective planning application

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resubmission) at No.1, Martin Avenue. The DPC raised an
objection to the proposal by a unanimous decision and cited
a number of reasons for the refusal (see web for details of the
objection).
(3) Erection of ground floor rear extension to replace existing
conservatory; erection of first floor extension to the side of
the property supported by pillars at ‘Tarragon’  Hambledon
Road, Denmead. The DPC by a unanimous decision raised
no objection to the proposal.
(4) Conservatory to rear of 2 Woodrow, Denmead. The DPC
by a unanimous decision raised no objection to the proposal.
(5) Conservatory to side elevation (south) at 52 Mill Close,
Denmead. The DPC by a unanimous decision raised no
objection to the proposal.
(6) Two storey side extension and summer house (part
retrospective) at 3 Kilnside, Denmead. The DPC by a
unanimous decision raised no objection to the proposal.
(7) Erection of attached triple garage block at Dalewood
House, Uplands Road, Denmead The DPC by a unanimous
decision raised no objection to the proposal.
The Planning Committee also reviewed a number of other
issues related to Planning and developments in the Parish. Of
note is that the Committee are reviewing if there is a need to
advertise the proposed Sale of The Barn to comply with
current legislation.

Jan 10th 2007– Highways and General Purpose
This meeting was attended by seven Councillors, three
members of the public, Deputy Clerk and Police Sergeant
Staton. In public session members of the public raised
concerns about flooding in Southwick Road, blocked drains
and, tractors leaving ‘slurry’  on the road when exiting a
farm. The Chairman of the Denmead Neighbourhood Watch
addressed the committee covering a variety of topics
including increasing communication with the Council and
other organisations interested in addressing anti-social
behaviour. During the meeting PS Stanton informed
members that a rise in crime and anti social behaviour had
been noted in November 2006 especially in the area south of
Ashling Park and as a result of this the area was targeted by
Police Community Support Officer’s (PCSO’s), Special
Constables and PC Barham. The items of note from the
Burial Ground sub-committee report covered applications for
November to January, Burial Ground records to be moved to
a new data storage system and tending to a wind damaged
tree in the Burial Ground. Other items of note from the
H&GP meeting was the Footpaths sub-committee report, fly
tipping in Kiln Lane, the potential for light pollution from the
Southampton Laser Gateway, report from the Denmead
Flood Officer and that the County Councillor is taking up the
problem of flooding in Denmead with the appropriate
authorities. The meeting finished off with discussions on
Road Safety, street lighting and Village centre
improvements.

Jan 23rd 2007 – Finance, Admin &  Personnel  Meeting
All members of the committee attended together with the
Clerk. The quote for £1326 for an additional shutter to the
pavilion was approved. Other items discussed were regarding
a metal gate for the Parish Office security, GIS Mapping,
Fire Safety Policy and the DPC web-site. It was agreed that

Cllr Dawe (a member of Amenities Committee) should be
asked to take over drafting the guidelines for use of the
pavilion. The Internal Audit for Oct-Dec was completed with
no discrepancies being noted other than a minor petty cash
adjustment required to the computerised accounting system.
It was reported that an invoice for £2,150.00p plus VAT had
been received from the external auditor and this had been
included in the Orders for Payment which totalled
£21,573.70p, The Orders for Payment were approved.

Jan 24th  2007– Planning
At this meeting eight councillors attended, the Deputy Clerk,
Dist. Councillor Pat Stallard, DPC Councillor Harrison and
twenty four members of the public. Early in the meeting the
‘Grainger Trust’  gave a presentation on their proposals for
the West of Waterlooville MDA (Main Development Area).
In the ensuing question time following the presentation the
attendees asked a number of pertinent questions covering,
drainage, schools, housing density, doctors, police, parking,
,the roads surrounding and leading to the development and
future development. The public session then discussed the
applications in front of the Planning committee with some
time spent on   the development at Newlands’ , Hambledon
Road. These queries were field by David Harris, agent for
the applicant, and Kevin Warman, Director of Crayfern
Homes. In the closed session the Planning committee
addressed the following applications:
(1) The erection of 2 in no. two bed semi-detached chalet-
style bungalows with detached garaging as a  replacement
garage to ‘Walterson’  in Hambledon Road. The Parish
Council of Denmead raised an objection to this proposal by a
majority decision. The reasons given related to back land
development.
(2) The demolition of existing dwelling and erection of 9 in
no. two bed flats, 3 in no. three bed and 2 in no. two bed
dwellings with ancillary car parking, landscaping and
alterations to existing access at ‘Newlands’ , Hambledon
Road. The Parish Council of Denmead raised an objection to
this proposal by a unanimous decision
(3) The erection of a replacement general purpose shed at
‘Bunns Lane Farm’ , Bunns Lane, Hipley. The Parish Council
of Denmead, by a unanimous decision, raised no objection to
this proposal.
(4) The demolition of the existing building and the erection
of replacement four bedroom detached dwelling (this was a
resubmitted application) at ‘Woodlands’  in  School Lane.
The Parish Council of Denmead, by a unanimous decision,
raised no objection to this proposal. After dealing with the
correspondence and as it was nearly 10:00 PM the remaining
items of business listed on the agenda were adjourned until
the next meeting.

Over the last couple of years the Editor of the Parish
Scene Mr. Clive Buckle has performed a sterling job
producing this publication. Unfortunately, due to
personal reasons, he has decided to cease as
Editor. I hope you join with me and the Council
members in thanking him for all the excellent work
and effort he has made in producing the Parish
Scene.                                           Parish Scene Editor
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During recent months Winchester City and Havant
Borough officers have been working with the two
companies who are to develop the West of
Waterlooville Major Development Area (MDA). The
most obvious sign of progress has been the unique
joint meeting of the Development Control
Committees of two Councils held on 30th November.
Its purpose was to consider the outline Planning
Application from George Wimpey UK Ltd for the
Old Park Farm site – next to the B2150 Hambledon
Road and the Brambles Commercial park. This is
smaller of the two sites and is for a business area and
500 dwellings. The site will provide a new Waste
Recycling Centre to replace the current site which all
residents accept, fails to provide sufficient capacity.

Disappointingly only eleven speakers chose to contribute to
the public session, but both District Councillor Patricia
Stallard and Parish Councillor Neil Lander-Brinkley took the
opportunity to set out the reservations of the people of
Denmead about the plans.  The Parish Council expressed
concerns at the increase of traffic on Hambledon Road (Note:
these continue despite the assurances given by Hampshire
Highways); at the potential impact of construction vehicles in
the country lanes closest to the construction work; the wish to
provide homes at a price first-time buyers can afford; and the
intention to provide more commercial units at a time when we
know that Parklands Business area has empty premises.
The creation of two new junctions on the B2150 and the
position of the main road through the site (forming the spine
of the development) was the subject of detailed discussion.
The access to the Waste Recycling Facility was part of this
debate. The road extends into the second area of the MDA
(the 1,500 dwellings plus commercial area in the area called
Plant Farm) being developed by The Grainger Trust. A
number of the Havant Councillors wanted the two
applications to be considered as a whole, a position that the
Denmead speakers fully supported, however this argument
didn’ t find sufficient support. After a full day’s discussion,
Winchester approved the application unanimously and
Havant passed it, but only by a small majority.

In January, at a meeting open to the public, the Grainger
Trust made a presentation to members of Parish Council,
regarding their plans. This provided a valuable opportunity to
articulate the views of residents to the developer. A second
joint meeting of Havant and Winchester Councillors will be
held in April to discuss Graingers plan.

Gardens grabbed?
There are many examples in Denmead, largely along
Hambledon Road, of a large garden, or flattened house and
garden, being built on intensively. The most recent of those
has been the proposal for land behind the former Tool Hire
site.

The Ex Hire Tool Site   - Hambledon Road
In its contacts with those working in Development Control at
WCC, the Parish Council has called for limitation on this in-
filling because of its cumulative effect on the nature of the
village. During 2006, it recorded its public support for an MP
who is attempting, through a private members bill, to alter the
existing planning rules.
The Government is intent on building more houses
(especially in the South East) on ‘brownfield’  (ie pre-used)
sites. That is a concept that is attractive until one realises that
the current definition of ‘brownfield’  includes gardens – your
garden! In taking its stance your Parish Council is taking on
‘ the system’, thus good results are hard to achieve. That
won’ t deter us and every day, residents of Denmead tell us
that it’s their view as well. Let’s retain what we can of the
character of Denmead village!

The Barn
In a previous edition of the PARISH SCENE, (December
2005) the Parish Council asked residents if they had any
ideas, or uses for the Barn, the flint and brick building in
Forest Mead that the Council used to store for its landscaping
equipment. Although some people saw the value of the
building, as a symbol of Denmead’s past particularly the
Ashling Park and estate, no-one provided a workable idea.

The Parish Council is now engaged in preparatory work
before applying for planning permission for the building to be
converted into two dwellings. It intends to ask for conditions
that kept the integrity of the building, thus preserving the
heritage value that you have identified. If that permission is
granted, the Council intend to sell the site and use the money
received towards its next major project.

UNDER DEVELOPMENT ……… news of planning matters.

Don’ t forget to Vote on 3rd May.
A popular saying is that ‘you get what you pay for’  which can be applied to Elections. Only those getting votes get elected.
