Things
like the New Pavilion, the new Skate Park, the
excellent Landscaping throughout the village, the
care of the Burial Ground. Council support and
liaison with many Denmead based organisations; the
first class maintenance of our wide and diverse
recreation facilities and, the Council’s consistent
appraisal of all Parish Planning and Development in
the village.

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Spring Clean Report — Denmead In Bloom

Village 30 Project

Morethan half of fatal accidentstake place on rural roads.
Speed islikely to play
amajor part although
in any given accident it
is difficult to prove that
it was a cause.

During 2006 the Department of Transport issued its first
major overhaul of speed limits since 1993. It includes a
number of measures, which Councils may take to reduce
speed limits. Reduction of limits is not popular with all,
although many who live along a fast road feel strongly as
they witness frequent crashes and many near misses. Thereis
evidence that behaviour can change over time. Attitudes to
drinking and driving have been transformed and wearing a
seatbelt - once regarded as nanny state meddling - has
become second nature. To encourage British motorists to
drive more slowly will be more challenging. It could require
tougher action by police and courts.
Following a decision of Hampshire County
Council’s Cabinet just before Christmas
2006 to follow the new government
guidance, it was decided to give al villages
the opportunity to be considered for 30
mph speed limits (Village 30 pr oj ect).
They asked recently to be told which villages would be
interested. In a reply to Hampshire County Council the
following was submitted on behalf of Denmead.

Residents have requested reduction of speed limits since
before the start of the Millennium. Articles in Parish Scene,
requesting action by Hampshire Highways to reduce speed
limits, have occurred regularly since 1999.Traffic Calming
measures have been set up, following partnership and
consultation with Hampshire Highways but parts of the
Village remain unprotected and lobbying of Councillors by
concerned residents continues.

MP, Mark Oaten reports that the main issue presented by
Denmead villagers at his surgeries remains concern over
speeding and he has written to the County Council
concerning speeding in the area. Sadly, there have now been
two recent deaths in separate accidents (cyclist and
motorcyclist) within the last 3 months, on the short
derestricted section of B2150 road approaching Denmead
from Waterlooville. Despite the 40 mph limit along Forest
Road C130 measured traffic speeds continue to increase, and
there has been one motorcyclist fatality within the last 5
years. New houses built along this road and new junctions on
to the road have increased numbers of cars attempting to
access the road on to a stream of fast traffic. There have been
many accidents. Traffic volume on al Denmead roads is
greater every year and with the start of the West of
Waterlooville MDA will be more still. Numerous residents
have aso complained about the speed of traffic along
Furzeley road, which has been subjected to a markedly
increased volume. A ‘virtual pathway’ has failed to improve
safety for pedestrians. Change of the present 40mph limits to
produce a single 30mph throughout Denmead will reduce
confusion for motorists, as well as markedly improving
safety for the large number of child pedestrians and cyclists
using these roads.
Roads suggested for reduction of limit to 30mph include
Bunkers Hill, Forest Road, Inhams Lane and Furzeley Road.
Of course enforcement is another matter, and there are many
complaints about the speed of traffic along Hambledon Road
near Frenchies Field where there is a 30 mph limit.
Many villages in Hampshire will be applying to be
considered for speed limit reduction, and Hampshire CC
have said that those who have no speed limit will be given
priority over those who have mixed limits. However the
Parish Council will continue to press for safe roads through
Denmead.

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Responding to Crime and Anti-Social Behaviour in Denmead

In general Denmead is regarded as an area with a relatively
low crime rate, yet the figures for 2006 compared with 2005
give considerable concern. There were fewer burglaries last
year, but theft and criminal damage increased, particularly in
relation to motor vehicles.

The overall number of offences reported was up 40% and
anti-social behaviour incidents rose by a significant168%.
Clearly these trends need to be halted.

A partnership exists between the Police, the Parish Council
and Denmead Neighbourhood Watch to tackle this situation.
Many of you seem to believe that law and order is the sole
responsibility of the Police. This cannot be the case, and
everyone in the community has to play their own part in
aiming for an orderly and crime-free environment in our
village.

As most of you will know, policing in Denmead is now
managed from Bishops Waltham. The neighbourhood team
for our local area which includes Wickham, Knowle,
Southwick, and Hambledon, isled by Sergeant Chris Stanton,
with two PCs, Clive Barham and Geri Blunden, and three
new Police Community Support Officers. In Denmead the
Parish Council have given office space to the Police in the
Ashling Pavilion which they will use as a base. Incident
response will continue to come from the best available
sources be that Winchester, Waterlooville or elsewhere.

In recent months encouraging progress has been made by the
Police, with a youth arrested for a series of car badge thefts,
and some 25 juvenile nuisance letters sent to parents of
youthsinvolved in anti-social behaviour, and caught.

The Parish Council has responsibility under Section 17 of the
Crime and Disorder Act of 1998 for ensuring that in
exercising its functions it does all that it reasonably can to
prevent, crime and disorder in the Parish. At committee level
both Police and Neighbourhood Watch representatives attend
and brief at meetings of the Highways and General Purpose
Committee, while Councillor Richard Hallett has specific
responsibility for Police liaison.

Denmead has had an active Neighbourhood Watch
organisation in the parish for many years, but the village has
grown substantially, and it has recently been decided to form
asmall committee to run Neighbourhood Watch in Denmead.
The aim is to improve the organisation overall, to work ever
more closely with council, police and other appropriate
organisations, and most importantly to provide stronger
support, information and advice to members of the public
who are part of Neighbourhood Watch schemes. It is hoped
to strengthen existing schemes, and add new ones where gaps
exist. There are over 50 separate Neighbourhood Watch
schemes in the parish at present, each covering groups of
homes with one or more scheme co-ordinator. The vitality
and requirements of each of these schemes varies
considerably, and they do not cover al of the parish area.
Nor do al people living in a scheme area join Neighbourhood
Watch, although it is free and few demands are made of
people. Over 1000 homes in the parish are members, but that
is out of some 2500 houses, so there is considerable room for
improvement.

One of the strengths of Neighbourhood Watch is the cascade
communication system linking the Neighbourhood Watch

Committee to scheme co-ordinators, and from there to
individual members, using email, with written note as an
aternative, and telephone in more urgent situations. This
system is used to pass out the Police weekly crime and anti-
social behaviour reports for Denmead, and to issue alerts and
warnings, newsletters and general advice/information on
crime and security.

There are sometimes concerns that Neighbourhood Watch is
a licence for snoopers and busy bodies (curtain twitchers!).
That isfar from the case, although keeping one's eyes open is
clearly better than a head in the sand approach to safety and
security. Neighbourhood Watch’s main aim is to reduce
crime and the fear of crime. The Police, Parish Council and
Neighbourhood Watch Committee will work closely together
to your benefit. However it is vital that every member of the
public recognises and acts on their socia responsibility to
report crime and anti-social behaviour or security concerns to
the Police using 999 or 101 as appropriate.

The Denmead Neighbourhood Watch committee members
are Brian Turner (Chairman), David Godson (Secretary),
Dave Thornton (Co-ordinator) and Jlly Critchley

Please DO get in touch with the Neighbourhood Watch
committee, or your local NW scheme co-ordinator, if you
have concerns about crime or anti-social behaviour in your
area, want advice or to know more about Neighbourhood
Watch. Equally you might find it appropriate to talk to the
Police team based in Bishops Waltham. They can be
contacted by name via the 0845 045 45 45 number.

We never cease to be amazed at those people who decline to
become members of their Neighbourhood Watch scheme
when it costs them nothing, provides them with potentially
valuable information and support, and helps to reduce crime
and anti-social behaviour in their area. Ultimately everyone
must take responsibility for the safety and security of their
own families, homes, property and animals. We urge you to
contribute positively to the well-being of your local area and
this village. We will do our bit: we trust you will do yours.

This article formed the basis of ClIr Lander-Brinkley’ s statement to the Annual Parish Assembly on 24™ April.

A new approach to the Parish Council’s finances

Denmead Parish, with a population of 6,349, isthe
largest parish in the Winchester City Area In
addition, because of its recent history, it has the
responsibility of maintaining considerable
holdings of amenity space, including the
Greenways, and the work of managing that
contributes the major driver to having a budget
that is in excess of £300,000 each year. The new
Pavilion and Y outh facility is a mgjor contribution
to the life of the Village. As the financia account
for this project approached completion, the
Council took the view that it needed to establish
an improved form of financia planning,
something that you, as residents, have a right to
expect before any new project is considered.

Stand-still budget for 2007/08

The traditiona method had been to sit down
towards the end of each year and decide what the
Council needed for the next year. All Parish and
Town Councils work in this way. That amount
(termed the Parish’s precept) is passed to the
Local Authority (in our case Winchester City) for
them to collect within the Council Tax. Last year
as the process was begun the Council tackled the
job in a more thoughtful way, and set itself a task
of making a plan for the cost of running the
Council efficiently for next three years, whilst
establishing a list of larger projects to benefit this
community. In the first instance the Council set
itself the am of having a zero-percent rise in the
precept for 2007/08. This has done, athough
because of the way the precept is collected, some
of you may have found some minor increases and
decreases depending on what Council Tax Band
your houseisin.

Futurefunding — Quality Status

Any new projects would need new, additional
funding from one or more of the sources that
become available from central government or
charitable organisations. This is because the
Council will be servicing the loan that it took out
for the Pavilion. Being on a sound financial
footing will be an important aspect, but the
achievement of public recognition of this Council

as being a high quality organisation Council is
another/ This can be done by applying to be given
Quality Parish Status. There are seven tests that
we would need to pass and an initial check shows
that we pass on them all. For instance, over 80%
of the Council members must be elected. Despite
having one place NOT taken up on May 3", 12
councillors elected unopposed, out of our
complement of 13, comes to 92%. In considering
other tests. our Clerk is well qualified, and our
quarterly newsletter The Parish Scene meets the
Communications criteria. | will not labour the
details at this time, but will be putting the idea of
Denmead Parish Council applying for Quality
Status to my colleagues at the earliest opportunity.
You, our residents, deserve that we should aim for
quality; should aim for the best.
