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In September 2004 the
Government introduced a new
type of development plan called
the Local Development
Framework (LDF). The LDF
will consist of a folder of
documents to guide the
development and use of land in
the District. Winchester City
Council (WCC) has identified
the need for three key documents
to be prepared:-

·  Core Strategy – this sets
out the vision,
objectives, spatial
development strategy
and core policies for
spatial planning in the
District.

·  Development Provision
and Allocations - this
allocates land across the
District for housing,
employment, retail,
leisure and mixed use
purposes.

·  An Area Action Plan for
the Strategic
Development Area at
Hedge End which lies
within both Winchester
District and Eastleigh
Borough Council – this
will cover all aspects
associated with this large
scale of development.

The LDF, being a series of
individual documents, will
gradually replace various
sections of the existing
Winchester District Local Plan.

The first of the documents, the
Core Strategy will set out the
broad strategic planning
framework for the future of the
Winchester District up to 2026,
it will :-

·  Set out a vision for the
District i.e. how does it
wish to change in the
future in physical,
economic, social and
environmental terms.

·  Identify the strategic
objectives and key
policies for realising the
vision.

·  Identify broad locations
for change and growth,
as well as the areas to
be protected.

·  Set out a framework for
the implementation and
monitoring of the
objectives and policies
to measure their
success.

A point worth noting is the need
to explore all potential options
that may be available to deliver
the challenging targets that have
been set, to ensure that the
development that subsequently
occurs in our District is in the
right place and makes a positive
contribution to our
communities.

The Core Strategy will not deal
with site-specific issues. This
will be covered in the
Development Provision and
Allocations DPD.
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NEW Parish Clerk

Beginning on 3 December, our
new Parish Clerk is Tony
Daniells. Tony takes over from
Vendy Treagust, who retired at
the end of October.

Tony has previously gained local
government experience with
East Hants District Council and
immediately prior to joining
Denmead, was the Clerk to
Rowlands Castle Parish Council.

Before these two roles, he had a
long career in the IT industry,
and when an opportunity for
early retirement arose, he
decided to take that option, but
after watching the grass grow
over one summer, realised that
he was still too young to opt out
of working life completely.

Since his start, Tony has been
meeting people, discovering
where items are kept and in
general finding out how the
Parish ticks. Tony says:
“The role of Parish Clerk is
interesting and varied. Each day
is different and I never know
what challenges the day might
present.”

As a personal goal this year,
Tony plans to submit a portfolio
of his work as evidence towards
becoming accredited in a
Certificate in Local Council
Administration (CiLCA). This is
one of the criteria for Denmead
Parish Council achieving Quality
Parish Status.

Live for the Future !
Winchester City Council is planning for the future
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Winchester – rural towns and villages

Winchester District is predominately
rural covering an area of some 65 000
hectares, with over 50 smaller
settlements, varying from self-
sufficient market towns of several
thousand population, to small hamlets
of a few dwellings originally serving
the agricultural industry, in addition to
Winchester itself. The landscape has in
the past lead the way the settlements
have evolved and developed, resulting
in towns and villages with strong,
distinctive characters. More recently
the location of Winchester District in
relation to road and rail links;
proximity to the Southampton and
Portsmouth conurbation and within
commuting distance of London has had
a direct impact on the way our towns
and villages now function and this is
changing with the increase in car
ownership and a desire to access more
facilities on a regular basis.

These towns and villages play a vital
role in providing local services and
facilities which can range from fully
fledged town centres with a good range
of shops and other uses, to the presence
of individual shops and a key facility
such as a school. The more provision
there is, the less reliance there is likely
to be on other places, this has a positive
impact on transport emissions within
the District and helps ensure
communities are more sustainable.

However, it is unlikely that the housing
requirements for Winchester District as
expressed in the South East Plan will be
fully met within and around
Winchester. It will therefore be
necessary to explore the potential
development opportunities available
within the rural part of the District,
including within and around the market
towns and larger settlements. A further
consideration is that, whilst this section
refers to the market towns within the
Winchester District, a number of these
actually lie within the Partnership for
Urban South Hampshire (PUSH) part
of the District and will obviously be
influenced by the agenda for growth in
these sub-regions.

Timetable
By the time you read this article, the
consultation period for the Issues and

Options paper will have closed. All
comments had to be received by WCC
by Friday 15th February 2008, and
these will be considered by WCC along
with the other responses received from
the questionnaire, public workshops,
statutory consultees and evidence base
studies.
WCC will then decide on the 'Preferred
Option', setting out suggested strategic
policies. There will be a further
consultation on this, which is due to
take place in summer 2008 and will
give you the opportunity to comment
on the City Council's preferred
approach. WCC will submit a final
version of the Core Strategy to the
Secretary of State in the autumn 2008.
This will be the final stage at which
you can comment. The Core Strategy
will then be examined by a
Government Inspector, who will
publish a report which will be binding.

Our local input
Comments from the workshop held in
Denmead on 15 January, and at a
public session attended by many
residents at the Parish Council meeting
on 22 January, indicate that there is a
strong feeling in keeping the Denmead
Gap to prevent coalescence with
Waterlooville, for Denmead to be
established as a ’Hub’ (i.e. leading)
parish and to preserve the village
environment.
Your Parish Council supports these
views and in its response to the paper,
has formulated its own option tailored
for Denmead, for the future, based on
its preparedness to be a lead,  
administrative Parish. It is prepared to
continue to absorb the current level of
in-fill development, and accept the 75
dwelling ‘Reserve Site ‘for housing
already allocated to Denmead Parish,
provided that it is re-located away from
Little Frenchies Field. This area is the
logical place to provide more
recreational space with sports fields
that can be supported by the existing
Ashling Park Pavilion (and
incidentally, the Field is considered by
the Environment Agency to be part of a
flood plain!). Any development that
does take place needs to make generous
allowance for ‘affordable homes’ to
ensure the balance of the village – that
young people can afford to live in
Denmead. In addition, we are asking
for shops, services and employment

opportunities at the local business parks
to be encouraged. All those things have
a potential to reduce journeys, and cut
down Denmeads’s carbon footprint.

We would like to record the Council’s
thanks to everyone who has attended
the meetings. We hope that you all
remembered to fill in a questionnaire
with your own perspective. DPC will
keep you informed of the outcome of
this ‘Issues & Options‘ exercise
through its web-site and the Parish
Scene. Meanwhile you can go to the
WCC website www.winchester.gov.uk
to get up-to-date detail of what’s
happening.
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Local councils
are being urged

The Government minister Joan
Ruddock says that this is a form of
fly-tipping that needs to be
stamped out.

Winchester City Council has
not used these powers
because we feel a voluntary
code is the best way. Your
cooperation is therefore
requested.

Residents in the village are urged
to make sure that the lid of their
wheelie-bins is firmly closed and
not to leave the bin so packed that
the lid cannot be shut. Please also
ensure that the bin is placed out for
collection the day before and not
two or three days early and arrange
for a neighbour to collect if you are
likely to be away a few days.
From the point of view of security,
a bin left out in the road for one or
two days is an indication that the
property is probably empty.

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Artist to make film in Denmead
A London based film-maker has been commissioned to work
with young people in Denmead.  The film project, funded by
a partnership of local Councils in Hampshire and Arts
Council England (South East) will be managed by
Winchester City Council.  Members of Denmead Youth
Theatre who are aged 8 – 16 years will make a short film
which will be screened in venues around Hampshire as part
of a project to increase skills and access for film-making.
Denmead Youth Theatre is one of a group of youth theatres
in the Winchester District, managed by Winchester’s
Theatre Royal and funded by Winchester City and
Hampshire County Councils.

Housing – Repairs and Decoration
The City Council carries out External Repair and Decoration
works to its housing stock on a five year cycle.  A
discretionary scheme is also run for Senior Citizens and
eligible tenants to have one room decorated by the Council
on a five year cycle.  Annual budgets for external and
internal contracts are in the region of £450,000 and £170,000
respectively.  In order to achieve more competitive rates for
the works Cabinet has agreed to enter into a five year
framework agreement with two contractors to carry out all
these works.

Alternate Bin Collection
There have been significant performance changes in the
amounts of waste collected and recycling levels following
the implementation of the Alternative Bin Collection system
throughout the Winchester District and the Council has the
lowest levels of contaminants in its mixed dry recyclables in
Hampshire.  The Council will meet its statutory target of
30% for 2007/08 and be close to (if not meeting) its 40%
target for 2010/11.

Representation on Outside Bodies
Cllr Patricia Stallard has been appointed as the City
Council’s representative on the new Community Outdoor
Sports Centre Management Committee and, together with
members of the University of Winchester, will oversee all
matters related to the operation of the Community Outdoor
Sports Centre, currently under construction at Bar End,
Winchester.  Cllr Stallard has also been appointed the City
Council’s representative on the Hampshire Archaeological
Committee.

Having waited 30 years for the village centre to be given a
badly needed facelift it now seems probable that we will be
left with the work half finished and the funds withdrawn.
The problem has been that the land in front of the village
centre shops, on which members of the public park their cars,
belongs to the various business property owners. Although
these owners are responsible for maintaining their land in a
safe state they have lacked the resources and the common
purpose to fund and agree a programme to re-style and re-
surface the area. After much lobbying from the Parish
Council, our District Councillors and other village
organisations the Winchester City Council (WCC) agreed to
carry out the necessary work funded out of the WCC budget.
Work to re-surface the first half of the car park was
completed in 2002 and funds were subsequently allocated to
complete the second phase. However, for the past three years
commencement of work has been repeatedly delayed by

difficulties associated with persuading the various property
owners and tenants to agree to have the work carried out.
We were informed that verbal agreement of all property and
shop owners had been finally obtained at the end of 2007 and
it was planned to commence work early in 2008 only to learn
now that one property owner and his tenant are refusing to
sign the necessary documentation to allow work to proceed.
Faced with these objections, the WCC has now issued an
ultimatum stating that if the necessary formal agreements for
the work to commence are not obtained by 31 March 2008
the funding will be withdrawn and the monies re-allocated to
other work in the District. In this event, funding for the work
will not be re-instated at any time in the future.

Every effort will be made to persuade the persons concerned
to withdraw their objections but the prospects do not look
good.

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Village Centre Improvements

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Denmead Parish Council is responsible for some 10 miles of
hedgerow within the parish. These hedgerows comprise of
traditional hedges along boundaries to more decorative
hedges in the built up areas. Some of the oldest hedges are to
be found by ancient green lanes and parish boundaries.
Hawthorn is the most common hedgerow shrub, prized for its
hardiness and dense thorns with blackthorn the second
commonest. In the built up areas, the hedges tend to be
decorative and comprise privet, laurel, hazel, viburnum and
dogwood.

In the past, hedges served to keep stock in a pasture and out
of crop fields. They also provided shade for stock and
protection from the wind and guard against soil erosion.
Hedges are an attractive feature of the British countryside
and a valuable wildlife habitat, not just the hedge itself but
also any associated ditch and bank. Hedgerows provide a
rich source of food for birds and small mammals. Once
planted, hedgerows require only periodic maintenance to
provide a permanent barrier.

Whilst many take hedgerows for granted as a natural feature
of our countryside, they can only survive in the long term
with correct management. Today, neglect and incorrect
management are responsible for more hedgerow loss than
outright removal.

Vigorous, healthy hedges require only regular trimming to
keep them to the required height and width and to encourage
bushy growth. Today this is universally achieved using
tractor mounted hedge cutting equipment.

Cutting is best done in the late winter when any berries will
have been eaten and should not take place annually - most
plants will not flower on year old wood. Done correctly,
cutting twigs rather than major stems, mechanised cutting
can achieve most satisfactory results as regrowth in
subsequent years will show.  A healthy hedge can normally
recover well from severe cutting. Whilst the hedge will look
bare immediately after cutting, it will recover and remain
healthy as a result.
With this in mind, the Landscape Team has a programme to
manage our hedgerows, Most of the cutting takes place in
winter, outside of the bird nesting season. If birds are seen in
hedgerows at this time, they are likely to be perching.

The traditional boundary hedgerows are cut mechanically.
The spoils from the cutting are fine enough to be left as
mulch. The decorative hedges are cut by hand and any waste
is chipped for use as mulch or taken away for burning.

In addition to regular maintenance, the Landscape Team
have a programme of improvement project. These include
reducing the depth of some shrubberies to decrease
maintenance for the future and to leave a clear corridor
between boundaries and planting. All tree/shrubs suitable for
coppicing are cut every 3-5 years. Other improvements will
be to take out selected shrubs and replace these with
evergreens and colourful shrubs such as acuba choisya,
ceanothus, eleganus, viburnum, hebe and mahonia. Trees
unsuitable for coppicing or too large for the location will be
removed and replaced with fruit trees. The fruit from these
trees is available to the community.                Tony Daniells

There is a need for a number of organisations in Denmead to
be able to get messages across to the residents of the village
in quick time, where notice boards, websites and magazines
are inappropriate. Such organisations include the Parish
Council, the Emergency Services, the Denmead Village
Association and Neighbourhood Watch.
The kind of information needing to be notified includes dates
of important meetings, emergency public messages,
notification of police surgeries in the village, alerts and crime
reports. Without this communication important messages
will not, and currently do not, reach the community.  For
example, recent meetings affecting planning and the future of
Denmead were not widely known.
The most effective means to transfer information in quick
time at present is by email. Neighbourhood Watch has an
email system that covers some of the village, and a telephone
and word of mouth cascade system that together currently
reach about one third of the parish homes.  While not
everyone has email, it is estimated that over 60% have access
to the Internet, and could receive messages this way if their
email addresses were known to the originators. Those

without email would need to rely on current distribution
methods of word of mouth, noticeboards and paper copy.
It is hoped that we can improve communications in the
village, building on the Neighbourhood Watch email system.
But to achieve success this means that more members of the
community must sign up to it and make use of it.  Email
addresses would be held only by the system administrators
and not made known to others.
Good communication is very important if people are to
realise what is going on around them. Don’t rely on word of
mouth alone, and do please sign up now to a more effective
system by sending an email to bturner@dircon.co.uk
together with your name and the part of the village in which
you live.

Your name will then be included on a
confidential list, and you will receive essential
communications on village matters, including
the current weekly crime reports.

“Some Evidence” …is better than none! This is the
conclusion that the Parish Council have drawn from the
response to the survey that it set up in the Parish Scene of
December 2006. You might remember that we set out a list
of nine projects proposed by one or more of your Councillors
and drawn up to put before you the residents to give you
views. Sadly, despite extending the deadline, only 41 ballot
forms were received. There were some detailed responses
and some imaginative views that made interesting reading.

More recreation space please!

Particularly interesting is the fact that there was a very clear
‘top of the poll’ with 25 mentions, (the highest priority for 10
people) which was for the Parish Council to obtain more land
to deal with Denmead’s 17 acres shortage of recreation
space. This was taken as a very clear signal that we are right
to keep this on our agenda.
Other items on the list that all scored in a similar way
(between 8 and 11 mentions) were (a) an office for the
provision of police, CAB, Hampshire Council and

Winchester Council services in one place; (b) Refurbishing
The Barn and the surrounding area (Forest Mead); (c)
renovate DPC-owned car parks; (d) do more work on the
recreation ground in Kidmore Lane to make it usable all the
year round and (e) provide a (large) community
facility/theatre/hall.
The Parish Council has already talking steps to deal with The
Barn and details have been discussed with residents that live
in the area (more in the next issue of Parish Scene). It has
also put making improvements to its Car Parks on the list of
projects that the Open Space funding (provided by
developers who have built in the parish and held by WCC on
our behalf) during 2008.

Because of the limited response, this consultation cannot be
taken as definitive, nonetheless your Councillors will keep
this hard evidence in mind as they work to make Denmead
an enjoyable place to live, work, play.  Finally, a big,
genuine THANK YOU to all those people who took the time
and trouble to respond

The Parish Council is not an emergency service and is not trained or
equipped to provide assistance in the event of an emergency. Should
an emergency occur in the village the role of the Parish Council will
be to provide support for residents where possible and maintain
communications between the community and the District Council.

The Parish Council has provided the County and District Emergency
Planning Groups with a list of contact numbers of organisations and
individuals within the community that are able to assist the
emergency services if required. The Emergency Planning Groups
have also been notified of concentrations of especially vulnerable
people within the village that may need extra assistance.

The Parish Council web site (www.denmeadparishcouncil.co.uk ) has
links to official web sites that offer advice on how you should prepare
for an emergency and what to do should the worst happen.

The Parish Council web site will also have details of the action plan
to be followed by the parish staff and councillors in an emergency.
If you do not have access to the Internet then the council staff at the
parish offices will be happy to help you obtain paper copies of the
relevant literature.

Finally please remember that your home insurance policy must be
adequate to cover the potential loss that you could be faced with in
the event of a major accident or emergency.
