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In a previous edition of Parish Scene the
Hampshire County Council Village 30
project was presented to the village. This
initiative is designed to reduce speed limits
in selected villages to 30 mph. Denmead
Parish Council put in a bid last year but
was not selected at that time. We received
advice from our County Councillor,
Freddie Allgood, that to be considered for
the next tranche, we would need to provide
community evidence. Therefore we
requested letters of support and we were
very pleased to receive a number which
were forwarded to Hampshire County
Council together with the results of a
petition in which we obtained nearly 300
signatures.
We were very grateful to Denmead Village
News who held copies of the petition to
sign. Inevitably there were a few
objections, but a huge majority of
Denmead residents felt it was right to
improve the safety of our population,
including pedestrians and cyclists, by
reducing the speed limit from 40 mph to 30
mph along Forest Road, Bunkers Hill and
Inhams Lane.

Furzeley Road was also included, where pedestrians
have to walk along a narrow road  with traffic legally
able to travel at 60 mph The police have recently put
suggestion boxes in the village and speed remains
residents top concern.
Of course, many have concerns about non-compliance
with 30 mph speed limits in all the other through roads.
The Parish Council continues to press for police
enforcement, but understand the other pressures placed
on the police.
We were very pleased to receive notification in April
that Denmead was to be included in the next tranche of
Village 30 applications, so thank all of you for support.
There are a number of hurdles yet and we are one of 60
villages being assessed. For instance there are rules
concerning minimum density of houses along the road.
Also if  the average speed at present is more than 45

mph there will be police objections. Councillor John
Knight and I, together with the Deputy Parish Clerk
recently had a very helpful meeting with
representatives of  Mott Gifford ( the consultancy
managing the project ). There would be additional
benefits to be gained by getting rid of the present
system of mixed 40 and 30 mph limits , including
decreased confusion and reduction in the number of
signs necessary. This, for instance, would be important
in Inhams Lane, which would not reach the house
frontages required.
Mott Gifford have arranged for speed measurements
along the roads involved and you may have seen black
boxes fixed to posts at the end of July. We now wait
for results. The Parish Council will continue to push
the project diligently and will keep you informed.

DENMEAD NEEDS YOU!

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No Cold Calling Zones is a national initiative designed
to help combat the increasing problem of doorstep
crime. Hampshire Trading Standards are leading this
project in Hampshire with the support of the Police,
Councils and Neighbourhood Watch.

The scheme aims to deter bogus callers,
including distraction burglars and rogue
traders, from approaching residents
within the No Cold Calling Zones,
giving them the confidence to say “No”
to cold callers seeking business on their
doorsteps.
No Cold Calling zones have already been established
in streets in towns and villages such as Ringwood,
Lymington, Emsworth, Hook and Petersfield with
acknowledged success.  83% of residents feel safer
living within one of these zones, and 74% feel more
confident when dealing with cold callers.

Neighbourhood Watch in conjunction with the Parish
Council and our Police Safer Neighbourhood Team are
now examining the possibility of establishing some No
Cold Calling Zones in Denmead. We have had recent
rogue trader activity in the village, and wish to protect,
in particular, elderly residents from these sort of
unscrupulous people. We now wish to assess the
feeling of Denmead residents towards these zones, and
whether or not you would like to see one established in
your road/area of the village. To be legal the areas have
to be ‘proportionate’, which basically means small i.e.
a road or part of a road, rather than encompassing the
whole village.

Selected zones have large No Cold Calling Zone signs
attached to lampposts or the like, and each household is
provided with stickers to display at their doors.
Residents living within a registered No Cold Calling
Zone are visited and briefed by a Police or Trading
Standards officer or the like, and given a pack
containing appropriate safety and security advice.

The Zones have no legal standing, but are designed to
deter the unscrupulous trader. Legitimate callers such
as utility companies, MPs, councillors, charity
collectors, religious groups etc are still free to knock on

 your door without appointment. But, as
ever, you should take care to establish
their true identities before allowing any
access.

The DPC have accepted an invitation from the HCC to
run a pilot ‘No Cold Calling’ zone within Denmead.
The proposal under which areas are established where
cold calling by trades people is actively discouraged is
designed to protect the elderly and vulnerable from the
activities of rogue traders. The scheme is being
organised by Trading Standards in conjunction with the
Police and Neighbourhood Watch. Subject to the
agreement of all residents, it is hoped to establish the
first such area in Harvest and Hawthorn Roads
commencing on 1st September. If this is successful,
consideration will be given to extending the scheme to
other areas of Denmead.

NO COLD CALLING ZONES

Denmead Community Centre - Beer Festival– No. 10
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The Landscape Working Party (LWP) is
made up of a number of councillors
who serve mostly, though not
exclusively, on the larger Amenities
Committee, together with the Head of
our permanent ground-staff.
Throughout the village there are many
‘bits of land’ of varying size which have
been ceded back to the Parish Council
by developers when they have finished.

These areas require attention just as much as the 8
acres of grass which needs mowing, 10 miles of
hedges which need cutting, the upkeep of the burial
ground, the preparation of football pitches on the KGV
fields, not to mention the repairs needed due to
mindless vandalism and the maintenance of large trees
on Council property.  All of these are the responsibility
of our permanent ground-staff and the aim of the LWP
is to liaise with them prioritise and determine courses
of action.  Importantly, it also acts as a go-between the
public and the Council when problems arise. For
example, large trees near the perimeter of properties
can understandably cause concern.  Many of these will
have a Tree Preservation Order on them and so
permission from Winchester City Council is needed
before anything can be done. This may take quite a
while. Other complaints are about the frequency of
mowing – which, depending on the location, should be
weekly or fortnightly during the season. This is
obviously weather-dependent. Another is hedging
which occurs over a three-year cycle. We receive
several letters when this is done with comments
ranging from ‘gangs of cowboys’ to ‘destruction of
habitat’ issues.  All that I can say is that hedges like
trees need maintenance.  To cut them back and thin
them out not only prevents the whole area being taken
over by brambles and nettles but also encourages
lateral bushy growth and is essential in maintaining
hedgerow habitat.

As to the ‘bits of land’ mentioned
earlier we deal with them on a
rotational basis and do what is easiest
to manage them in a tidy condition.
There is an ongoing scheme for
removing several species, for
example, varieties of dogwood and
goat willow and replacing them with
better native species many of which
are produced from cuttings reared by

a fellow Councillor and looked after by the ground-
staff until they are large enough to plant out.
 Sometimes, however, members of the public might
decide they would like to take on one of these areas
and maintain it.  We are delighted to look at this and

issue ‘licences to cultivate’ to those whose aims
coincide with the one or two conditions set by us.
These are that any planting includes appropriate
species indicated on an outline plan and that the parcel
of land in question is not subsumed into the boundary
of the property which could lead to confusion of
ownership at a later date. Throughout the village about
twenty of these licences have been issued and we are
by and large very pleased with the results. To be
honest we would like more residents to do this, not
only because of the positive effect it has on the
increasing workload of the ground-staff but also it
allows people to improve their immediate surroundings
and engenders an interest in the environment generally.
For those who feel they may be interested in taking out
one of these licences they are asked to contact the
Parish Council Office to set in motion the relevant
paperwork.
We also have links with Denmead
in Bloom which aims to maintain
the tubs and flowerbeds in and
around the village.  As always it is
only a few people who volunteer to
get involved and I know that more
help would be welcomed.
So once again if people are interested in this or in the
maintenance and upkeep of the willow dome on
Harvest Field or the sadly rather neglected Rookwood
nature reserve, and can spare a little time, they should
contact the office so their names can be forwarded. We
would also like to take this opportunity to thank a local
resident for sponsoring a new park bench for the
benefit of the community, which is sited in Southwick
Road.
Despite the volume and variety of work involved, it is
the intention of the LWP to maintain a policy for the
upkeep of all areas which require our attention, to
answer the public’s queries or concerns as soon as
possible, to promote the uptake of licences to cultivate
and to try and encourage members of the Parish
generally to be more aware of, and to take part in, the
conservation of our environment.

County representatives turned up on the night.
Denmead Scouts had laid on a free barbeque and soft
drinks for all attending, nontheless, un- phased by the

The Children from Chernobyl

1st Denmead Scout Group
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Members of the Parish Council have recently been asked some understandable questions regarding the West of
Waterlooville Major Development Area (MDA).  In this article I will attempt to answer the most common.  These
are:
Where does the MDA end?
Why are they digging under the electricity pylons, isn’t that part of the Denmead Gap?
What on earth is going on with the fence on Hambledon Road?
What will happen to the footpath that starts in Closewood Road?

Below is a sketch map of the area, showing the extent of the MDA.

They then appear to have decided that the stretch of pavement and the new temporary entrance should be built
almost immediately and we all saw the result. With the entrance now complete the fence has returned –
presumably to stay until the development is well under way if not completed. Another section will, of course,
need to be removed near to the current junction with Sunnymead Drive where the final entrance will be.

The Parish Council, and in particular the Footpaths Sub-Committee, is acutely aware of the possible threat to
footpath number 1. I know at least two Parish Councillors have walked it recently as has one of the volunteer
footpath walkers who regularly report to the Council on the state of the Parish footpaths.  You can be assured that
Councillor Gibbs and his footpaths team will be taking a close interest in the future of the path.

Outside of these hours, residents
should contact Coleus Kennels on
01730 827 322.  Many people think
of stray dogs as merely dogs

without a home, however, this is not
always the case. A stray dog is
actually any dog that roams around
freely without the supervision of its
owner, regardless of whether it has
a home and an identification collar.
The City Council's Animal Welfare
Team picks-up over 150 dogs each
year.  It is a legal requirement for
all dogs to be fitted with a collar tag
stating the owners name and
address and the City Council
provides free engraved dog

identification discs to dog owners
within the Winchester District.

As can be seen, the limit of the built-up area is
the farther set of pylons.

An Article raised by District Councillor
Stallard explains the recent archaeological
activity under the electricity pylons near to
Closewood Road which is why they are
digging there.
The position of the fence on Hambledon Road
has had several members of the Council
confused, but I believe I can perhaps shed some
light on the situation, pieced together from the
contributions of several people.
The hedgerow along Hambledon Road needed
to be removed prior to the possibility of any
birds nesting there, otherwise work would have
had to stop until any fledglings had left the
nest. Hence it was removed, and the whole area
owned by the developer was fenced off to
prevent any unauthorised vehicular access.

The new way to report stray dogs
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Crime & Anti-Social Behaviour The longer and, at
times, warmer summer evenings have led to the usual
increase in incidents of anti-social behaviour
particularly in and around the Ashling Park recreation
ground. Under age alcohol consumption continues to
be an important contributory factor in these incidents
and recent police patrols have led to the confiscation of
alcohol from under aged youths.
Sadly, neither the Parish
Council nor individual private
citizens have the powers to deal
directly with loutish behaviour.
If you are the victim of such an
incident do not try to retaliate
but make a record of all
relevant details and report the
matter to the police.

Village Centre Improvements After further hiccups
work is now well underway on the second phase of the
improvements to the village centre. When finally
completed in the autumn the scheme will incorporate a
number of trees, cycle racks, a bench for elderly
shoppers and a new parish council notice board to
replace that outside the former Restalls.

Traffic Matters  The management of parking
enforcement in the Winchester District has recently
been re-organised with one team of enforcement
officials being dedicated to Denmead, Wickham and
Bishops’ Waltham. In future they will be making
regular visits to Denmead to issue tickets to those
thoughtless motorists who park on yellow lines or on
the pavements adjacent to yellow lines. You have been
warned!

Feedback from Denmead
residents to the Hampshire
Constabulary Safer
Neighbourhoods Team identifies
speeding traffic as the major
concern of most people in the
village.

As a result, the traffic police will be stepping up their
activities in and around Denmead. An article elsewhere
in this edition provides further information on the
Village 30 Initiative.

Winchester City Council recently passed a motion to
investigate the lowering of the speed limit to 20 mph in
all residential areas of the district. The Parish Council
have been invited to forward a list of those roads in
Denmead which we would like to have included in this
scheme. What do you think of this proposal and which

roads would you like to see have a lowered speed
limit? Please forward your views to the Deputy Clerk
by letter or e-mail or by using the contact form on the
Denmead Parish web site.
HCC is running a pilot scheme in Denmead to provide
better and targeted information on public transport to
and from the village. In conjunction with DPC
representatives, an excellent small brochure has been
designed setting out all relevant information on our
public transport links in an easy to read format. These
new brochures will be widely available shortly.

HCC are well underway with a feasibility study into
the provision of a cycleway   between Denmead and
Waterlooville. It is proposed to give priority to the
section between the Forest Road roundabout and
Southdown View by widening and sharing the existing
footway. The middle section will comprise a cycleway
in the new MDA development and the final section
through to Waterlooville is still being studied.

Burial Grounds At the time of writing, work to
improve the appearance of the cremation plots in the
New and North Field burial grounds by the
introduction of pea shingle between plaques is now
nearly complete. Reports from next-of-kin have been
very favourable.
Following suggestions from Denmead residents,
consideration is being given to the creation of a
memorial garden within the North Field. I hope to be
able to provide further details in the next edition of the
Parish Scene.

Increased housing numbers for Winchester

The Government recently announced increases in the
required housing numbers for Winchester District, as
part of its South East Plan Review. Winchester is now
required to provide 12,740 homes over the next 20
years, an increase of 500 from the Panel Report figure,
and an increase of 2,301 from the original 2006 Draft
Plan. Since the draft South East Plan in 2006
Winchester District has seen an increase of 22% in its
required housing numbers, the largest increase in
Hampshire.
The proposed changes to the South East Plan were
published by GOSE and show the proposed changes to
housing numbers for the whole of the South East
region.
