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The new face of DENMEAD
village centre has arrived! Early in
October, all residents were able to
see that the long-term project to
provide improved parking, bike-
hoops and footways through the
shopping area was completed. This
followed an agreement reached
earlier this year between
Winchester City Council (WCC),
who funded the project, and the
traders involved. Denmead Parish
Council has added some new street
furniture – a seat and new Notice
Board.

The project was not without some
incident, with the Councils
responding to views of the
residents, and moving the seat
from where it was originally
placed, to its new location which is
both safer and provides a better
view of the ‘bus as it arrives.

The Notice Board was originally commissioned for the Queen’s
Jubilee in 2002 and has been kept safe until it could be placed, as
part of the new village centre, in this new, prominent position.

Residents living around the Barn play area will know that plans are afoot to
completely revamp this area.

Following many requests and queries
from local residents and users of
Ashling Park, a working party
consisting of four members of the
Amenities Committee of Denmead
Parish Council has been formed with
the brief to formulate a schedule and
time scale for a series of
improvements to the park.
The schedule will be to put together
specifications, tender enquiries,
meetings with contractors,
consultants and programme of works
for the improvement of  the Ashling
Road Car Park, the supply and fitting
of four Kissing Gates around the
park and the Spine Path across the
park from the Millenium Car Park to
the Pavilion.
Drainage and a new hard standing
surface will be included. The four
Kissing Gates will be positioned at
the Ashling Road, Millenium and

Southwick Road car parks and by the play area.
Improvements to the Ashling Road Car Park
will be to remove most of the shrubs and
hedges from within and around the car park
perimeter to create approximately fifty parking
bays including parking for one coach or two
minibuses and 2/3 disabled parking bays.

The Spine Path will skirt around the edge of the park adjacent to the
tennis courts and bowling greens and will pass between the Skateboard
Park and Basketball Square to the Pavilion. Also in their brief the
working party are to look into the feasibility of an overflow car park area
between the Ashling Road Car Park and the Bowling Club, the
resurfacing and possible lighting of the Southwick Road Car Park, a
footpath with possible lighting from the Southwick Road Car Park direct
to the Pavilion as well as extra disabled and parking bays adjacent to the
Pavilion.
It is intended that the works to the Ashling Road Car Park, Kissing Gates
and Spine Path will start early next year and be completed in three to
four months weather permitting with some of the other works mentioned
to be carried out immediately afterwards and the rest to follow in the
near future.
The cost of the improvements will be funded by Winchester City Council
from their Open Space Fund and hopefully this will benefit the profile of
the Pavilion.

News from Denmead Community Centre

Ashling Park Improvements.
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Denmead Parish Council is committed to the
provision of youth facilities in Denmead.  The
Winchester Youth Team use the Ashling Pavilion
on Wednesday evenings for the regula`r youth
club but there is a need for further opportunities
for our younger residents.
To this end DPC were one of the foundation
members of the Youth Partnership when the
Children’s Fund gave us the opportunity to start a
junior youth club – Denmead Activity Nights
(DAN).  With changes in the structure to youth
facilities and Government funding DPC are
determined to ensure the continuation of these
facilities together with their main partners –
Denmead Swings and Things.
Having listened to the young people attending
DAN over the last few years and following
comments from parents we have now expanded
and restructured our evenings to provide three
different sessions of very different flavours.
1. For school Years 5 and 6 we have an activity

packed session on Tuesday evenings at 6.00
until 7.30.  In one and a half hours they have
opportunities to play a variety of sports,
indulge in many different arts and crafts, use
the computers and games machines together
with traditional club activities with occasional
cooking, gardening, project workshops.
There is also a tuckshop.

2. For those who want a quieter session which
can double as a homework club we have the
BRAND NEW MONDAY sessions starting
at 6.00 pm and finishing at 8.00 pm.  This is
aimed primarily at year 7s who are
acclimatising to a new school and a new
homework regime and do not want a later
session.  With the longer session they can
work on more ambitious projects in the
kitchen, using the actual cooking time to
engage in homework or different projects.
This is also when we plan to schedule
workshops on a variety of topics from
electronics to dance with incoming coaches.

3. The chillout zone.  Tuesday evenings 7.30
to 9.00.  This later session is aimed at those
who want a drop in session where they can
choose whether they want any activities or
not or whether they just want to meet their
friends and chill.  Initially these sessions were
for Year 7 & 8s but last year when it became
clear that there was nowhere for them to go
onto when they entered Year 9 we expanded
into this year as well.  Returning ex members
are welcome to continue to drop in.

4. Trips . Occasional trips to different activities
are organised at half terms and in the
holidays.  These have been curtailed while we
have been reorganising but should start again
with a pantomime trip around Christmas time.
Trips are open to all but regular attendees will
take priority.  Previous trips have included
theme parks, Calshot for skiing, rock
climbing and other activity challenges,
bowling, theatre, Intech.  We are always
interested in different ideas for trips and
activities.

For the first time DPC are directly employing
DAN night leaders instead of buying in services
from Hampshire.  We are delighted to welcome
Alison and Tim to join the team working with our
volunteers.
Alison lives in the village and is a mum of three
with experience in a number of fields and Tim
currently works at a Portsmouth school
specialising with children with behavioural and
other special needs.  He also runs a football team
and plays a number of different sports.  We feel
they will bring a number of different skills to
DAN.
So if you are 9 – 14 come along to a session and
see what we are about.  If you are older and have
any queries or would like to know more about
DAN telephone Felicity Hull on 023 9226 1977 or
drop in to a session and see for yourselves.  We
are always interested to hear of new ideas for
activities and to welcome potential volunteers.

Are you always complaining of being bored and nothi ng to do?
Do you need somewhere to go in the evening? Do you want new challenges?  Or,

DO YOU need a chill-out zone?
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Last year the 1st Denmead Scout
Group ran two separate Beaver
Scout Colonies which were
catering for boys in the age range
6 to 8 years old - of which the
membership was 100% of boys
from within our Parish.

Unfortunately, before the end of the Summer term this
year, due to a scarcity of Beaver Scout Leaders the
Group had to make the decision to close one of the
existing Beaver Scout Colonies and consolidate the two
existing colonies into one unit. This had the knock-on
effect to the many boys on the waiting list reaching the
age eligible for them to join. They were unable to join
due to the number at the remaining Colony being so
high. It will not be until January 2009 before a limited
number of vacancies occur - which will allow a select
few to join.
The Beaver Scout activities are many and varied but
mainly they allow the members to mix in a fun
environment, learn new skills and participate with a
high number of their peer group in joint activities
outside that that is available to them at schools or at
home. The Beaver Scout motto is “Fun and friends”
and that is exactly what they gain from being a
member. The structure is also good for them as they
learn boundaries around their abilities, learn how to
interact with others in their age-group and learn new
skills and games in a fun-filled friendly atmosphere.
Being a member gives then a great grounding in life
which, as they progress through the system, is built on
and improved. That is why membership is so keenly
sought by parents and the boys because it is full of
valuable life-skill  activities that help mould them and
guide them as they mature.

And who are these Saints leading the next generation
towards greatness? None other than ordinary parents

and adults with the same skill level, attitude and
outlook that every decent adult possesses.
All our Leaders are parents of existing members or
parents of ex members. Anyone can be a Leader, it just
requires a commitment to no more than a couple of
hours a week in school term times to help guide the
next generation.

Which brings me to the point of what I am trying to
say: the 1st Denmead Scout Group are currently looking
for suitable adults (male or female) to be uniformed
assistants at the Group’s Beaver Scout Colony. The
Colony meets on a Thursday evening 18:15 to 19:30.

We do this
because we need the Leaders and though it may seem
unfair to those that are unable to commit to helping for
personal reasons, if we did not have Leaders we would
not have a Section for anyone to join - which will help
no-one.

Life-Skills start with the very young – YOU can Hel p!

The Mayor of Winchester
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In July 2008, officers from the Meon Valley South
Safer Neighbourhoods Team launched two
operations to address reports of rowdy and
inconsiderate behaviour in the Meon Valley South
area of Winchester.

Operation Bounce and Operation Focus were
carried out by local Safer Neighbourhoods officers
after police had noticed a number of groups of
youths in the late evening and early morning who
were gathering outside shops, in the street and
recreation grounds. The vast majority of youths
that gathered in these areas did not cause trouble,
but there was a small minority who engaged in
anti-social behaviour such as underage drinking,
criminal damage and noise disturbance.
As part of the operations, officers conducted extra
patrols in those areas which suffered most from
anti-social behaviour with the aim to disperse
groups and deal effectively with any anti-social
behaviour and criminal activity.

Officers from the Meon Valley South Safer
Neighbourhoods Team carried out the operations
on 19 days throughout the school holidays.  Areas
suffering most from anti-social behaviour in the
Meon Valley South area, included Denmead,
Knowle and Whiteley.

During the operations, in the Meon Valley South
area of the district, officers completed 41 stop

check and searches which resulted in 15 alcohol
seizures.  Officers also carried out 12 searches for
drugs which resulted in five street warnings being
issued for Possession of Class C drugs, one
person being arrested on suspicion of the
Unlawful Possession of Class C drugs, one
person being reported for summons for the
Unlawful Possession of Class C drugs and one
person being charged with Unlawful Possession of
Class C Drugs.

Sergeant Chris Stanton,
said: “These types of
operations show that we
will not tolerate this kind
of behaviour in our
communities.
Now that these operations have finished, we have
had time to reflect upon the results and we feel
that the operations have contributed significantly
to the low levels of anti-social behaviour we
currently have.   However, we recognise that this
is an ongoing process and we will continue to
target our resources where they will be most
effective. These operations show that we deal
with complaints seriously and I would urge the
community to continue contacting us about any
problems they have by using the 101 phone
number or e-mailing my team.”

Whilst Denmead is not an area
normally prone to flooding there is
always a risk of floods during and
after a prolonged period of wet
weather. The most likely type of
flooding that may affect the village
is that caused by high ground water
levels following heavy rainfall, not
necessarily on Denmead itself.

The Environment Agency (EA)
monitor groundwater levels and will
issue warnings of expected flooding
to organisations registered with
them. Currently, levels are above
normal, but the weather forecast for
the Autumn has indicated that
rainfall could be below average with
a drier winter than last year.
Denmead Parish Council is
registered to receive automatic flood
warnings. Individuals can also
register for this service and if you

feel that your property is at
particular risk of flooding you can
phone the Environment Agency on
01962 764819 or email
katy.gell@environmentagency.gov.uk
to take advantage of this system.

The EA will also provide
information on possible
groundwater flooding on their
Floodline number 0845 9881188
and their web site
www.environmentagency.gov.uk
where you can search for areas of
risk using your post code. The EA
can provide further information
detailing what you should do to
prepare for a flood and how best to
deal with the situation if your
property has been flooded. In the
event of floodwater threatening a
property your first action should be
to contact the police who will

organise the emergency services to
provide any assistance that may be
required. In the unlikely event that
the EA flood warning system comes
into effect the Parish Council will
contact the police and emergency
services.

Finally, to help reduce the risk of
flooding in Denmead, property
owners with ditches or land drains
on their properties should ensure
that these are kept clear at all times.
Badly maintained ditches (and those
ditches which have been 'piped' and
over-filled but are not checked and
cleared) can cause water to run
across some roads thereby creating a
danger to road users because of the
potential to aquaplane, even at low
speeds when a car encounters this
surface water.

Flood Action Planning for Denmead

Police Report – Dealing with Rowdy Behaviour
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The Planning Committee of the Parish
Council deals with over 120 Planning
Applications every year, forming a view
on behalf of the parish which is reported
to the Development Control (DC) team
at Winchester City Council which is our
local Planning Authority.

Is all this work worthwhile?  Sometimes,
when things go against us it is hard to
answer a firm “Yes” to that question.
With much of planning rules coming
down from the Government it is hard,
even for the City Council, to find much
room to manoeuvre. That said, during
2008 your Parish Council has helped to
record some successes and it is good to
be able to report them in the Parish
Scene.

Shipyard Motors site
In 2007, permission was granted for the
car sales site to be completed be built to
create two shops with four flats built
above them. Not content with that
intensive use of the site, during the
February, the owners applied for a
change of use to one dental surgery and
SIX flats above it. This was a step too
far for the Parish Council, and it
recorded a strong objection to the
proposal citing aspects of the City
Council’s District Local Plan and
Denmead’s Village Design Statement.

There were five good reasons in all, and
the strength of our case (which was
contrary to the Case Officer’s
recommendation) together with support
from one of our Ward Councillors,
Patricia Stallard, ensured that the
application went to the Development
Control Committee meeting. When it
was discussed there, D Cllr Stallard and
I used the time allocated to us to put over
our case and we managed to persuade
that Committee that this proposal,
(intensive, out of sympathy with other
buildings in the area, and three storeys
high!) was refused.

New access track at land adjacent to Meadows Farm
GM Farms, the owners of the fields opposite The
Chairmakers pub (at Worlds End) have, on a number of
occasions in the last two years, applied to have a new track,
built to construction vehicle standard, laid across the fields
from Fareham Road to the Barns next door to Meadow’s
Farm house. It had been rejected twice but after further
refinement, in July of this year, WCC Officers were minded
to approve the application.
The Parish Council, the Worlds End Residents Association
(WERA), all three of our Ward Councillors and three other
adjacent Parish Councils all objected to this proposal. We
argued that the proposal would ruin the rural aspect of the
area (which is mentioned in the County Council’s
publication “Hampshire Treasures”); that it would create a
traffic problem (whereas an access to the Barns in question
already exists!). The Committee were persuaded to make a
visit to see the site and, in August, at a meeting that was held
in the village immediately after the visit, the Committee,
listening to submissions from the Parish Council, Anne
Kanavan (Chair of the WERA) and Patricia Stallard, were
unanimous in refusing the application!!

…. Further, good work has been done, mainly by Cllr
Richard Hallett, to ensure that the land along Harrowgate
Lane has retained its status as for agricultural use, and was
not converted to equestrian use, with the ensuing paddocking
and stabling which would be completely out of sympathy
with its aspect as sweeping, uninterrupted downlands which
are the very reasons for its inclusion within the East
Hampshire Area of Outstanding Natural Beauty, itself
scheduled to be part of the South Downs National Park.
There you have it - good examples of how your Parish
Council is working for you all.

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Village Centre Improvements The long awaited
completion of re-surfacing of the lower half of the car
park in front of the village centre shops has greatly
improved the appearance of the village centre as well
as encouraging the more effective use of the car
parking space. The work included the installation of a
new Parish notice board, to replace the one outside the
former Restalls, and a seat for elderly and not so
elderly shoppers! This work will conclude with the
planting of mature specimen trees in the prepared
spaces, probably in December.

The Co-op and the Village Ongoing discussions
are being held between DPC representatives and the
Co-op Manager about ways in which the Co-op might
provide an improved service to the village community.
One notable achievement has been the raising of over
£300 for the Denmead Community Association to
enable the Association to run a competition amongst
children from the Junior School to design the DCA’s
Christmas card and to print the successful designs.
Several other initiatives are in hand, one being the
provision of an extra CCTV camera in the village
centre to discourage vandalism.

Traffic Matters  In response to the request in the last
edition of the Parish Scene for your views on the WCC
suggestion that 20mph zones might be introduced in
residential areas of the district, we received just seven
responses. Five suggested various roads in the parish,
one did not want to see 20mph limits introduced and
the seventh wanted to see the elimination of all speed
limits! The matter was discussed at the last H&GP
meeting when it was decided not to seek a reduction on

the basis that on roads where 20mph restrictions might
be appropriate vehicles were already forced to travel
slowly due to parked cars and/or the narrowness of the
roads. Following an earlier request to the DPC to
nominate roads in the village in need of repair we have
been informed that Anmore Road and the road between
Denmead and Southwick will be repaired during the
current financial year.

‘No Cold Calling’ Zones The first ‘No Cold
Calling’ zones in Denmead have now been established
in Harvest and Hawthorn Roads. Initial reports on the
effectiveness of the scheme are encouraging and the
Police, Neighbourhood Watch, in conjunction with
Trading Standards are considering its extension to
other parts of the village. If you would like to see the
scheme introduced in the road where you live, contact
your local Neighbourhood Watch co-ordinator.

Burial Grounds  A recent inspection of headstones in
the new Burial Ground revealed that 22 were loose and
unsafe. Some repairs have already been carried out and
enquiries are continuing to trace the next-of-kin of the
remainder.
Approval was given at the last H&GP meeting for
work to be carried out on the turning head in the North
Field to modify the mound and to improve the parking
arrangements at a cost of £1945 ex VAT. The cost of
this work, along with all other improvements to the
Burial Grounds, will come from the separate burial
ground fund and will not be charged to the parish rate.
It was also resolved to investigate the provision of a
small memorial garden in the North Field.

“From 1st October 2008 changes are being made to
Planning Legislation which may affect you if you are
thinking of an extension, roof conversion or paving
your front garden.
The new rules from the Department for Communities
tell us: “Planning Permission - Under new regulations
that came into effect on 1 October 2008 an extension or
addition to your home is considered to be permitted
development, not requiring an application for planning
permission, subject to the following limits and
conditions:”
The web-site, where you can find this information, then
goes on to list the limits and conditions. To find further
information please follow this link:
http://www.planningportal.gov.uk/england/genpub/en/”
.However what it does NOT do is warn readers that
they may not HAVE any permitted development rights!
In general most homes built would normally have
permitted development rights.  This means that you can
make certain alterations to your home without requiring
planning permission. But there are two ways in which
these rights can be removed.

1. If you have already made one change, such as
adding a conservatory, then you may have used up
your permitted development rights and that little
extension you now require needs planning
permission.

2. When your home was built, the Planning Authority
may have decided that your house or your housing
estate should not have any permitted development
rights.

Most of the houses built in the last 20 years along
Forest Road come in the second category. So if you
want that nice new conservatory, or a little extension on
the back to add a utility room, please check with the
Planning Department in Winchester at the address
below BEFORE you start.  Building an extension
without permitted development rights and without
planning permission will bring you to the attention of
Winchester’s Planning Enforcement Department who
could force you to remove it, so Builder Beware!

Older motorists have a wealth of
experience, confidence and
tolerance. However, sight, hearing,
reaction time and judgement of
speed and distance may not be as
sharp as it once was.  Fragility
increases with age, so injuries tend
to be more serious and recovery
takes much longer.  Casualty rates
do increase for car drivers aged
over about 65, and the fatality rate
increases significantly.

In its Road Safety Strategy, the
Government said of older drivers:
‘Our aim is to find ways of helping
older people to drive safely for as
long as they are fit to do so, rather
than taking measures to prevent
them from driving at all’.
This perfectly reflects the aims of
the older driver appraisal scheme.

Who should attend?
People who have been driving for a
number of years and who want to
update their skills or gain
confidence.  Drivers recovering
from illness or injury and those
advised to attend on health grounds.
 Also, people returning to driving or
those who are finding it difficult to
adapt to a new vehicle.

What does the appraisal offer?
 It is not a test, it is an informal,
confidential appraisal.  The aim is
to offer help and advice, which
will enable that person to continue
driving – with improved safety.
 General ability is assessed but the
appraisal can be adapted to
investigate a particular concern.
 The appraisal also includes an
eyesight check.

Following the practical drive, each
person is given a comprehensive de-
brief, when any concerns and
remedial actions are discussed. A
detailed report is also prepared and
sent to the person's home.

Where is the appraisal held?
The appraisal is delivered from  the
person’s home,  using their  own
car. Road safety officers manage
the scheme with the appraisals
delivered by specially trained
Driving Standards Agency (DSA)
Approved Driving Instructors
(ADIs), who have a good
understanding of the needs of older
drivers.  
How much does it cost?
The appraisal costs just £25 and
takes one-and-a-half hours.
The benefits
Most drivers consider themselves to
be good drivers, yet freely admit
they would not now pass the driving
test – quite a contradiction. With
road and traffic conditions having
changed so drastically, it makes
sense for all drivers to update their
skills – even experienced drivers
slip into ‘bad habits.’

I don’t know about you, but as a resident of
Denmead as well as a Parish Councillor, I find
that the village and its surrounding areas a very
nice place to live and enjoy, plenty of walks,
places to exercise your dogs, pleasant country
pubs and inns to enjoy fine food and drink with
family and friends and most of all some of the
most wonderful views and scenery that the eye
can behold.

So what sends me over the edge is the amount
of private and company fly tipping I encounter
when I travel or walk around the Parish.
Recently there seems to be an epidemic of
builders “Bulk Bags” full of builder’s rubble
and rubbish appearing overnight in lay bys and
roadside pull ins, which obviously spoils the
countryside and its picturesque views.

Three in Southwick Road and two in Forest
Roads are particular instances I have seen
recently and a while ago a complete kitchen

including the sink was dumped by the picnic table in
Creech Wood and then set alight to try and burn it.

Also a long term instance is the dumping and
fastening down of telegraph poles at the bus stop at
the bottom of Rose Hill in Hambledon Road just
after the junction with School Lane, which makes it
difficult for passengers to get on and off the bus so it
has to pull up passed the stop for people to use it
safely.

The Parish Council is doing its best to improve the
area and environment by tree planting and
landscaping, so to help keep our Parish clear of this
practice we all have to be vigilant and report the
culprits if we see them in action to either the council
or the appropriate authority.

A recent instance of Fly-tipping in the Parish
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Congratulations go to our Parish Clerk, Tony
Daniells, on obtaining his CiLCA qualification at
the first attempt.

The National Association of Local Councils
(NALC) and The Countryside Agency set up the
National Training Strategy with the job of
improving the support and training of Clerks and
members of Parish and Town Councils.
They developed the Certificate in Local Council
Administration (CiLCA) so that a tailored
qualification was available to clerks.

In order to achieve their qualification Clerks must
present a portfolio of work, against a list of core
competencies on the work of a parish clerk, which
has to be completed within 24 months. During this
time they can use all the resources and training
opportunities around, for example from their local
County Association, from specific courses
arranged to meet the CiLCA qualification and from
the experience of other Clerks and Councillors, all
this to complete the portfolio.

It is a wonderful chance for Clerk's to demonstrate
the skills they have acquired and for them to
achieve a professional certificate in their field of
expertise.

CiLCA is becoming increasingly important as
many Councils, when advertising for a new clerk,
are now requiring either that the clerk has CiLCA
or that s/he is at least willing to undertake the
qualification.  It is also a requirement of the
Quality Council Scheme that a Council's clerk is
qualified.

At a recent meeting of the Trustees of the
Hambledon and Denmead Welfare Trust and
the Educational Charity of John Ring, in order
to give the trustees more flexibility in awarding
grants it was decided to merge the two trusts. This
simplified the administration and approval was
gained from the Charity Commission for the
change. The educational and welfare objectives of
the previous two trusts remain the same and are
both incorporated into the new combined charity.
The John Ring Trust was set up to provide help for
educational projects for young people under 25
years. It dates back to a bequest by John Ring who
died in 1834 and whose tomb may be seen in
Hambledon Churchyard.

The purpose of the Hambledon and Denmead
Welfare Trust was to help individuals or groups in
the two Parishes who are demonstrated to be in
need. The applications are considered by the
Trustees to see if they are in accordance with the
Scheme for the Regulation of the Charities
approved by the Charity Commission. Decisions
are then made to see which applications are
supported. Grants are mainly small since they are
paid out of interest from the investments.
(Approximately £200 per annum.)

Emergency Committee meetings are occasionally
called to consider urgent applications to one or
other of the funds. Decisions are then ratified by
the full Committee.
Although amounts available as grants are limited
it is important that Hambledon and Denmead
residents are aware of the Trusts, which can be
helpful in providing some financial assistance. For
instance the Educational Trust has helped young
people who were raising funds to attend
educational activities or expeditions both in this
country and abroad.
Applications can be made to the Clerk to the
Trustees, Mr Charles Wainwright ,92632726, or to
the Chairman Mr John Spiller, 92632425.
At the last meeting this October, Mrs Stella Moon
of Hambledon stood down as a Trustee having
given 40 years of service since she was appointed
as a founder trustee of the present trusts, set up in
July 1968.
