During 2008 you may have noticed
how the press and television gave
considerable attention to the fact
that Bill Bryson, the well known
author and broadcaster, had taken
up the role of President of the
Campaign to Preserve Rural
England (CPRE). He in turn used
the opportunity to promote the
CPRE’s campaign against litter
and fly-tipping called “Stop the
Drop”. Bill said “Britain is not the
same place that I fell in love with
when I first came here 30 years
ago” and he’s determined to do
something about it.

Although large, the people of
Denmead still view the Parish itself
as a rural area, and because of this
Denmead Parish Council continue
to be corporate members of CPRE,
as are many Parishes up and down
the country. Seeing the literature
about the campaign chimed with
the well published views of our
Councillors about litter (recorded
in past issues of ‘Parish Scene’)
and so we decided to become
involved in this Campaign.
Denmead Parish Council also
provides regular financial support
for the Denmead In Bloom group
who not only plant and look after

the flowers on the green and the village centre, but run the annual
DENMEAD SPRING CLEAN  every April. Putting the two organisations
together for the CPRE Campaign seemed a natural step, thus Denmead in
Bloom and the Parish Council are pleased to jointly announce that the
2009 STOP THE DROP litter pick-up day will be on 29th March.

Liz Williams, the organiser of Denmead in Bloom, now in its twelfth year,
said, “Last year we had to abandon our original plans because of the four
inches of snow that fell during the night before the planned litter-pick!
Even so, on the re-arranged day we had twenty eight people from 6 years
old to 66 who gave up their Sunday morning to clear up roads within the
village.
We collected over 20 big  black bags of rubbish and the village looked so
much better because of their work.”

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Spring Events at Denmead Community Centre
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Most people will know that the Denmead Parish Council
Planning Committee examines and comments to Winchester
on all the Planning Applications that relate to the village.
Many may well not know of our other remits.  One of these is
“To promote and monitor Tree Preservation Orders.”
When I first moved into the village one of the many things
that attracted me to Denmead was how green it was.  Large
areas of open space and a great number of trees and
hedgerows meant rural rather than urban living.
It was not, however, until I started working as a member of
the Council’s Planning Committee that I became aware just
how many significant trees there are in Denmead, particularly
the number of very mature Oak trees.  I was then introduced
to Tree Preservation Orders. (TPOs)
TPOs are designed to protect trees which have a significant
impact on their surroundings.  A TPO can be made by the
local planning authority (Winchester in our case) on one or
more trees, or even a complete wood.  This can be at the
request of any member of the public.  Usually Denmead
Parish Council’s Planning Committee will only apply for a
TPO if it is thought a tree might be under threat.
Following any TPO request, the planning authority’s
Arboriculture Officer will inspect a tree and decide whether it

needs a TPO.  (e.g. The trees in Geranium Gardens were
protected prior to any building work starting, including the
fruit trees on the site.)
A TPO makes it an offence to wilfully cut down, top, lop,
crown lift, uproot damage or destroy a tree without the
planning authority’s consent. Carrying out any such work
without consent can result in a criminal prosecution and up to
£20,000 fine!
Permission is not required if the tree is dead, dying or
dangerous, but the planning authority must be informed five
days before any work is done.  Removing dead wood before
it falls is permissible.
If you see work being carried out on a tree you think may be
protected then you should contact Winchester immediately.
If you have a large tree on your land which you feel needs
pruning, then check with Winchester before starting work to
ensure it doesn’t have a TPO.  If it is not on your land then
you must seek the owner’s permission as well.
One other thing to remember – in the case of many
of the old trees in the village, they were there before
your house was!

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STOP PRESS: Frenchies Field - GOOD NEWS …. so far

On 4th February Winchester City Council’s
Cabinet met and the release of the Local
Reserve Sites was on the agenda. The
Cabinet discussed a paper prepared by WCC
Officer Steve Opacic, looking five years
ahead, beyond the current Local Plan period.
The conclusion reached was “that an
adequate supply” (of land for building) “can be
maintained and that no Local Reserve Sites
need to be released at this stage”. Parish
Council Chairman Neil Lander-Brinkley spoke
in the public session, in support of the
conclusion, and set out DPC’s policy of using
Little Frenchies Field for formal and informal

open-space recreation, as an extension of
Ashling Park.
The cabinet, of which our ward members
Patricia Stallard and Freddie Allgood are
members, voted to accept the conclusion.

This is good news for Denmead.  The
decision will be the critical factor for WCC’s
Development Control team in determining any
application relating to the four ‘reserve’ sites
(of which ‘Frenchies’ is one) that ignores their
special status. How the Developers react to
the news remains to be seen.

Village Centre Improvements
The planting of seven specimen trees in the village
centre to complete the improvement programme is
scheduled to commence on 19 March. This work has
been delayed by negotiations between the DPC and
WCC to ensure that the trees when planted will have
suitable metal guards to protect them against carelessly
parked vehicles. Because the funds allocated by the
WCC for all the work was insufficient to cover the total
cost of the tree guards, supplementary funding will be
provided by the HCC and DPC to make up the
shortfall. In April a new bus shelter, funded by the
DPC, will also be installed in the village centre.

Traffic Matters
Speeding traffic is the concern most often voiced by
Denmead residents, so we were pleased to receive
details recently of the proposed speed restrictions to be
imposed in the village, resulting from the Village 30
initiative in which we took part. Inhams Lane, Forest
Road, and Bunkers Hill have all been earmarked for the
current 40 mph speed limits to be reduced to 30 mph
and Furzeley Road is also to have a 30 mph speed
restriction. A period of public consultation is now
underway following which we expect the new limits to
come into force later in the year.
Traffic Wardens now routinely visit Denmead to check
that parked vehicles are not contravening parking
regulations. The yellow lines denoting parking
restrictions have recently been repainted in the village
centre so motorists will have no excuse if they get a
parking ticket. Be warned, parking on a pavement
adjacent to a single or double yellow line could now
result in a hefty parking fine!
Following the successes in other parts of the county, we
are looking to see how we might get rid of a number of
unnecessary road signs on the roads in and around the
village with the aim of reducing the roadside clutter

which disfigures our village and countryside. If you
know of a particular sign which you think is an
unnecessary eyesore, please forward details of the sign
to the parish office, where possible by e-mail and
accompanied by a digital photograph.

‘No Cold Calling’ Zones
Following the success of the first ‘No Cold Calling
Zone’ in Harvest and Hawthorn Roads action is now
underway to extend the scheme to include Park Road,
Rookwood View, Clarendon Close and Ludcombe with
a proposed launch date of 20 April. If you think this is
something you would like to see in the road where you
live, contact your local Neighbourhood Watch co-
ordinator.

Burial Grounds
The wet winter has resulted in serious problems with
burials in the North Field burial ground. Because of the
DPC policy to allow reservation of burial plots it is
often necessary to dig graves in areas where there are
existing graves resulting in a lot of muddy ground
around those graves. We understand the distress this
can cause to those whose loved ones’ graves are
disfigured in this manner but ask your forbearance at
this time of year. The only alternative would be to not
allow reservation of plots and double depth graves
which we believe would cause even greater concern.
The DPC would like to establish a ‘woodland’ or
‘natural’ burial ground within the parish. We are
seeking to locate a suitable site for this, although
recently introduced regulations on the environmental
restrictions associated with the siting of burial grounds
are limiting our choice of a suitable location for such a
burial ground.

H&GP NEWS
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The footpaths sub-committee of the Parish Council of
Denmead is tasked with monitoring and reporting on the
condition of all the designated rights of way within the civil
parish boundaries. We achieve this entirely through the
efforts of our co-opted members and walkers who give
freely of their time on our behalf.
The committee meets on average once every six weeks
to present their reports. At these informal meetings
(despite following an agenda) we are able to compare
notes on how the footpaths appear throughout the year.
We have sought to establish a working relationship with
the Hampshire County Council Rights of Way team so
that there is a prompt response to our reporting issues
with the various footpaths.
I am pleased to say there has been a great deal of success
in this regard as many of the problems being raised by us
are being dealt with by the ROW team in a timely
manner.

The committee looks forward to some new challenges in the
coming year. We have assigned our budget to concentrate
efforts in improving the condition of some of the more
heavily used paths.
We also organise some healthy walks around our village
using the many varied routes that our footpath network has
to offer.
This initiative has so far seen six walks organised over the
last year with the promise of more to come in 2009.
Another very important task is the monitoring of the footpath
network in the area to the south of Denmead. Here it is
expected that 2000 new dwellings will be built before 2011.
Our role is to ensure that none of the public rights of way in
this area are lost due to the development.
