You said: To tackle anti-social 
behaviour.

We did: In response to community 
concerns about local people 
involved in anti-social behaviour 
in Knowle Village, we are working 
with Winchester City Council and 
Swaythling Housing to tackle the 
problems together.

You said: To deal with speeding and 
traffi c problems. 

We did: The team requested the 
use of fl ashing speed limit signs on 
the Denmead Road into Southwick 
owing to community concerns about 
speeding in the village after a serious 
crash in the summer. We are working 
together with the parish council to 
remove further risk. 

Also of concern in the Boarhunt area 
is speeding traffi c along the B2177 
between Wickham and Southwick. 
This community concern was fed 
back to the Roads Policing Unit, 
who included this road as part of 
its successful ‘Operation Triumph’ 
campaign through the summer.  

Anti-social behaviour

Tackling issues of anti-social behaviour is 
a priority identifi ed by the communities of 
Hampshire and the Isle of Wight. This area 
of work is taken seriously by Hampshire 
Constabulary and is refl ected in the ongoing 
work with our local partners, in addition to 
our continued commitment to work with 
you to identify the specifi c issues within 
your community.

Targeted patrols are working in hotspot 
areas across Hampshire and the Isle of 
Wight to ensure that these issues are 
resolved and continue to drop so that 
you have every confi dence that your local 
policing team are addressing these issues.

Let us know what the issues are in your 
local community. 

The following is information 
about what has been done to 
bring offenders to justice in 
your area recently:
During 2009 we referred 16 individuals 
whose behaviour was having an adverse 
effect on the community to the council’s 
anti-social behaviour panel. As a result, 
several anti-social behaviour orders 
(ASBOs) and anti-social behaviour contracts 
(ABCs) have been given out.

Intelligence and evidence gathering by the 
SNT concerning patterns of burglaries and 
theft in Boarhunt, resulted in a man being 
arrested in October and being charged with 
three offences at court.  

The team patrolled regularly in Southwick 
and Boarhunt in May and June, and three 
men were arrested and charged with affray, 
following a disturbance at a house party in 
June. 

In Southwick, two people were referred 
to the ASB panel for their involvement in 
local anti-social behaviour - and another 
two were reported for summons for public 
order offences.  

Another man in Southwick has been 
summonsed to court following an 
investigation into a public order offence, 
which caused harassment alarm and distress.

Reporting anti-social behaviourLet us know
If anti-social behaviour is affecting your quality of life, or making you fear for your safety or the safety of others, contact the police and fi le a complaint.

If you don’t report it then the problems will continue. Don’t think that someone else will report the problem. We need you to give us the information so we can continue to tackle anti-social behaviour in your area.

Gathering evidence
To make a case against anyone accused of anti-social behaviour you’ll need fairly strong evidence. A member of your local Safer Neighbourhoods team may give you diary sheets so you can record the details of the behaviour as it happens, or the police may get more involved depending on the circumstances and severity of the problem.
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
